Self-inspection

The coin-operated massage chairbox enters into the self-inspection state after itis powered.
If the self-inspectionis normal, itwill go intostandby state. Nowthe parameters canbe set.
If the self-inspectionis abnormal, thereare the followingthree display:

Err0  internal communicationis abnormal.

Errl massage mechanismreposition is abnormal.

Abnormal phenomena : refer to the “troubleshooting”.

Coin-insertion
When the massage chair in the standby state, the coins can be inserted. When the quantity of the
inserted coins areless than theset starting quantity, the displayscreen will showthe current coin
quantity, when the coin quantity is equal to the setting quantity, the machine starts to show the
corresponding running time. If no morecoins are inserted within 5 seconds;the machine willbegin
to work, the running timeis the presenttime; the display screen willshow the remainingtime.
When the inserted coin quantity is more than the setting quantity, every inserted coins will make
the time increase accordingly (the added value: startingtime / starting coin quantity). For
example: the startingcoin quantity is 3, the startingtime is 2 (2 minutes i.e. 120 sec.), thenit
means 3 coins can start it, every coin added will make the time increase: 120 sec./3=40 seconds.

Shutting off the machine

When the remaining time on the display screenis 0, all the massage function will be shut off,
and shows “rESt”, Thisshows the massage chairsis in the state of reposition. When the massage
mechanism finished itsreposition, the massagechair will returnto standby state. The display
screen shows “07 .

Accumulative amounterasure: Under the displayof showing theaccumulative amount state,keep
pressing “OK” for 3 seconds, the display screen will show “CLEA”, the amountwill be erased
